PRELIMINARY PLAN APPROVAL EXPIRATION 

A Preliminary Plan approval shall remain valid for one (1) year from the date of approval.  If a Final Plat 

is not approved within one (1) year of the date of the preliminary approval, the Preliminary Plan shall be 

void, unless a one-time extension is requested by the developer and is granted by the City Council prior 

to the expiration date.  For multi-phased projects, Final Plat for at least one phase must be approved 

within one (1) year of the Preliminary Plan approval.  The Preliminary Plan for all phases for which a 

subdivision plat has not been finally approved will expire three (3) years from the date of the Preliminary 

Plan approval by the City Council, unless an extension is requested by the developer and is granted by 

the City Council prior to the expiration date or is included in a written Development Agreement.
